· Remove or turn over the chairs that toddlers climb on to get on top of tables, desks, and other dangerous spots.

· Use large sheets of newsprint to keep list of family chores or schedules.

· Have a basket by the front door for mittens and shoes

· Have a set place where everyone put book-bags and homework

· Plan how a new exciting toy will be shard before it has to be shared.
