What works for one child may not work for another. Respond to your child’s behavior problems in a variety of ways, but always with love. Each situation may require a different approach.

TIPS:

· Consider rules as tools that provide predictability, consistency, and stability for children.

· Help your child play for changes.

· Catch your children being good and tell them how it affects others

· Don’t reinforce unacceptable and even try ignoring them sometimes

· Provide dependable, predictable routines

· Set limits on the use of space, time, objects, and activites.

· Try to understand what your children are communicating to you even when their behavior is unacceptable

· Encourage exploration and curiosity, but keep your child safe

· Distract and redirect your children’s attention when they are doing something you don’t like.
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
