Placement Agencies provide free referral services to seniors and/or their loved ones to aid them in their 

search for a Licensed Residential Care Facility for the Elderly (RCFE), also commonly referred to as “assisted 

living” or “board and care home”.  Agencies are usually paid by the facility once a placement is made.  

Placement Agencies do not assist in finding Skilled Nursing Facilities (SNF), subsidized housing, or general 

properties.
